2. Spend and her two friends   3. Eat and  4. Shop
5 .Save  and her two friends   6. Invest and 7. Grow
8. Give   and her two friends  9. Share  and 10. Joy 

Narrator:
In a faraway land lived three sisters Spend , Save, and Give. They were all very brilliant girls who studied hard at school. They all did very well in their studies and made their parents proud. But when it came to managing their money they were totally  different.



On birthdays, festival times, and on vacation trips , their mother and father often gave them money to spend. Let’s see what they did with their money….

 Watch Spend and her friends EAT and SHOP (Spend skips along with her friends Eat and Shop carrying shopping bags)

SPEND :

I have lots of money , I have lots of money. I am going to spend it , I am going to spend it.

SHOP :

I am going to buy myself a Saree, I am going to buy myself a beautiful Saree.

EAT :

I am going to the Restaurant  to buy myself Chicken Briyani, to buy myself Chicken  biryani.

SPEND :               We are going to have fun 

SHOP:
 Make hay while the sun shines. 

EAT:
Why wait for tomorrow when we can have all the fun today. 

ALL TOGETHER:
Bye dear girls – see you …..we are going shopping !
Narrator : Watch Save and her friends INVEST and GROW .   (SAVE comes along with her friends INVEST and GROW their eyes glued to pieces of paper in their hands)

SAVE:
I have some money and I am wondering how to save it carefully. Maybe I should put it in a Bank and earn Interest.

INVEST:
I am going to invest some money in Gold, some in Shares and maybe Mutual Funds.

GROW:
I am going to keep it where it will keep on growing. From little acorns do mighty Oaks grow.

SAVE:
We are going to Save, 

INVEST:
We are going to Invest   

GROW:
and we are going to see it grooooow.

Narrator : Watch Give and her friends Share and Joy.  ( GIVE comes along with her friends SHARE and JOY) . 
GIVE:
I am blessed with money and so many gifts. I would love to give some of mine to others in need and less fortunate than me.

SHARE:
I want to share with all my friends and especially with my brother with whom I fight so often.

JOY:
Every time I give something to somebody else I receive a smile from that person and it gives me immense joy.  It is great to feel the Joy of Giving . It is too good to be true. Everybody please try it if you do not believe me. 

GIVE:
 Returns on investments may take years, 

SHARE:
But returns on giving is instantaneous. 

JOY:
The smile is returned in a fraction of a second. 
Narrator:
Although all the girls seem to be happy in their own ways, one could not enjoy the happiness the other got, namely by spending , by saving and by giving. So they decided on a plan by which all of them could experience the happiness one got from shopping and eating,  the happiness one got from seeing their money grow, and the joy experienced by giving to others. Let’s hear their plan.

SPEND:
I love spending money, yes, all my money but I would also like to save and to give. So I am going to  reduce my spending and be a smart spender too. I shall allocate some money to save and a small amount to give to others.

SAVE:
I love to see my money multiplying and growing, but I am young too- How can I watch others buying toys and sweets and not buying for myself? So what do I do?  Yes , I shall spend some and save a lot and of course I would like to give some to others.

GIVE:
Yes , I have realized that if I give away everything , what will I have for myself, and for my future ? I am also a kid and would love to spend at least a little bit on myself , also save for the future like the ant in the ‘ Ant and the Grasshopper story’. Yes , we need to do all three. 

SPEND:

YES , We need to SPEND 

EAT & SHOP:
 Yes spend smartly , 

SAVE:
We need to Save 

INVEST & GROW: And Invest wisely, 

GIVE:
 We need to Give to others

SHARE & JOY:
 Without expecting anything in return.

Narrator:
  As we had seen that all three sisters had different ways in handling their money, so each one had different plans . Let us hear their plans now.

SPEND:
I have been used to spending 100% of my money. So now I have decided to cut my SPENDING drastically to 80% and to  SAVE 15% and  GIVE 5%. But I shall learn to spend smartly – look out for discounts, cut down on unnecessary expenditure , postpone spending to buy something I always wanted.

SAVE:
I love putting my money in long term investments like Shares , gold and Mutual funds. It is like planting a Mango seed today to get baskets of Mangoes later. I shall have so much more money later to spend and to give. So I decide to Save 60% to Spend 30% and to Give 10%
GIVE:
I agree with my sister SAVE , and have decided to Save 50% , Spend 30%  smartly like my sister SPEND and do what I really like doing with the remaining 20%. 

Narrator:
To each his own…………as the quote goes. We have 2000 girls at PSC and I repeat what I just  said “  To each her own. You decide girls how you are going to manage your money. Is it going to be 80-15-5 or 60-30-10 or 50-30-20 or a ratio entirely yours and only yours only. Take a decision today, Take your decision NOW…………………………

SPEND:
You there………second row….third from left …yes the girl with a pony tail …….  What’s your ratio?

SAVE:
Yes , I am talking to you , the tall girl with sparkling eyes…………
what’s your ratio?

GIVE:
Yes , the girl just in front of me with a big smile on her face………   What’s your ratio?

Narrator:
And so the story continues for many many years at PSC SCHOOL , where little girls from KG to Class XII learn not only how to manage their money but also take control of it.
